Cell phones. &s the cell phone, specifically the apple
IPhone, now available are apps that provide many of
the tools needed to fly and navigate to and from your
destinations. The new IPhone 3GS now has built in
GPS and for $9.99 you can down load up to date
sectionals meeting all legal requirementsaddition

you are notified via pop up when opening the
application that revised updated charts are available
and can be downloaded at no additional cosiso
included with this application are current approach
plates for you IFR guys at no additional cost.

And it gets better, via the phone GPS app your
location is tracked on the sectional as you fly from on
location to another. Wit to enlarge the sectional just
spread the area you want to enlarge with your two
fingers. Vnt to see more of the chart area, just
squeeze the area together. Remarkable technology for
the pilot! Several chart programs are available for the
IPhone but | suggest “Sky Charts” and it has the best
approval rating.

Oh yea, how about weather? Pretty important stuff if
you fly alot or any at all. No problenMany weather
applications are availablewd of the best | have
found are “Accuweather.com” for radar and NOAA's
“Adds aviation weather.com”, for metars, tafs and all
other weather info. Accuweathecom is free of
charge as is NOAA Also for filing and obtaining a
weather brief (legally required) | use CSC DL&A
This also is a free download and you can now file plus
receive brief on the ramp any time or any other place
with the Iphone.

Want to know where your buddies or another aircraft
are flying to? No problem. Just down load the app
“Tracker” and punch in the tail number and if the pilot
has filed or requested flight following you can follow
his flight path and see his destination plus ETA.

How about airport information on all public airports?
No problem, just down load the A@Rpp. Other
aviation applications available include Air Wx
Aviation Weather $6.99, Fore flight Charts, $9.99,
FAA FAR for pilots, the complete book, $5.994
AIM for pilots, $6.99, XWind, calculates cross wind
and head wind components, fregnd GPS guide for
Garmin.

Good Stuff. W& now can have the weather in the
cockpit, on the groundnd all the other good stuff we
need whenever and wherever we need it.
